In this season of Lent our minds turn towards the
wilderness.

The season of Lent is patterned after the forty
| days that Jesus spent in the wilderness after his
baptism and before he was tempted by the Devil.

We might not face quite the same Temptations that Jesus faced, but we
all know something about the “wilderness”. It might take a different form
for each of us, but each of us knows what it feels like to be in a desolate
place. The people of Israel were wandering through the desert for forty
years after they left Egypt and before they entered
the Promised Land. It was, for them, a very difficult ¢ime in the
time.

When preaching about time in the wilderness w:lderne.ss Is
on the first Sunday in Lent, it occurred to me that a often a time

uncertainty, when it is difficult to establish a clear
direction of travel.

And | have
found St. James to be a community which has found clarity and focus in a
time of transition. | have found the people here to be united in a desire to
move forward together. There is a widespread desire to reach out and be
more actively engaged with the people in our community.

And, perhaps most importantly of all, | have discovered that we are one
in wanting to show kindness to each other. You may have noticed that the
word “kindness” appeared in several of the readings set for my first Sundays.
Many people have shared with me their desire that we practice being kind
to one another. Let's strive together to follow St Paul’s instructions to the
church in Colossae: “As God'’s chosen ones... clothe yourself with
compassion, kindness... and patience.”
