It seems to me that the Episcopal tradition is well placed to
respond to this desire. Episcopalians are accused of being many
things, but being “cool” (as in “hip”) is not one of them. We value
beautiful, well-ordered liturgy which we do to the best of our abilities
following ancient texts. And Episcopalians are determined to do what
they can to put the teaching of Jesus in to practice, our tradition has a
good track record of working with the poor. Our own diocese is fully
committed to serving the needs of the marginalized which brings a
measure of authenticity.

So, perhaps we should start to be more confident in what we have
to offer. There is no need for the church to feel defensive or shy about
proclaiming the gospel. We have good news to tell and people might
be more open to hearing it than we think.
